NO. 73. THE TOWNS OF CHEMUNG AND ERIN HEREBY ENTER INTO A JOINT RESOLUTION WITH PRIOR AUTHORITY OF NEW YORK STATE UNDER THE NEW YORK STATE UNIFORM JUSTICE COURT ACT AND THE AMENDMENT TO SAID ACT APPROVED BY THE NEW YORK STATE ASSEMBLY ON JULY 21, 2016, CHAPTER 205, VIA BILL NUMBER S.7328/A.10130:

1.  EFFECTIVE 01/01/2017, ALL LEGAL MATTERS THAT WOULD BE HEARD BEFORE THE COURTS OF THE TOWN OF ERIN AND TOWN OF CHEMUNG WILL BE HEARD AT THE TOWN OF CHEMUNG COURT FACILITY LOCATED AT 48 ROTARY ROAD EXTENSION, CHEMUNG, NEW YORK 14825 AND WILL BE HEARD BEFORE THE TWO TOWN OF CHEMUNG JUSTICES.


2.  THE TOWNS AGREE THAT THE TOWN OF CHEMUNG COURT AND JUSTICES SHALL HAVE JURISDICTION OVER BOTH TOWN OF CHEMUNG LEGAL MATTERS AND TOWN OF ERIN LEGAL MATTERS.


3.  WHEN IT IS NECESSARY TO INTERPRET AND APPLY LOCAL TOWN LAWS AND ORDINANCES, EACH TOWNS LAW WILL GOVERN SAID MATTERS, i.e. ERIN LAW WILL GOVERN ERIN CASES AND CHEMUNG LAW WILL GOVERN CHEMUNG CASES.

4.  THE TOWN OF ERIN WILL BEAR NO COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE COURT MATTERS TAKING PLACE AT THE TOWN OF CHEMUNG COURT AND THE TOWN OF CHEMUNG WILL BEAR ALL COSTS FOR ALL CASES AND ALL NET PROCEEDS FROM CHEMUNG CASES AND ERIN CAESES WILL GO TO THE TOWN OF CHEMUNG.
