ON A MOTION BY LOPER AND SECONDED BY BERNATAVITZ THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 13, 2016 MEETING WERE ACCEPTED.

PUBLIC HEARING:  STARTED AT 7:05PM, PROPOSED CHANGE OF THE B2 DISTRICT ON 427 FROM RA TO A B2 DISTRICT.  ATTORNEY BOCEK READS THE PUBLIC NOTICE AND RULES FOR THE PUBLIC HEARING, AND THEN ASKS IF ANYONE WISHED TO COMMENT.  11 PEOPLE SPOKE UP AGAINST THE POTENTIAL REZONE OF RT. 427, A PETETION WITH 123 SIGNATURES WITH 65 BEING JUST FROM WILAWANNA ROAD. THE 12 PEOPLE THAT SPOKE WERE; ALANA SEWALT, DAN SEWALT, MARY ELLEN KUNST, DAVE ROSE, RON KUNST, DENNIS BROWN, DICK POLHAMUS, BRIAN HYLAND, PENNY LARSON, JEFF ELSTON, ED MITCHELL AND DAVE DRAKE, WITH SOME PEOPLE SPEAKING UP TWICE. BRIAN HYLAND SPOKE UP ON HOW THE AREA AROUND US IS DEVELOPING WITH THE CASINO AND THE EXPANSION OF THE AIRPORT, MORE DEVELOPERS ARE LOOKING TO COME INTO OUR AREA SO IF THIS WAS REZONED IT COULD POSSIBLY BRING IN DEVELOPERS WHICH C OULD ALSO BE A DOWNSIDE, BUT THE UPSIDE IS MORE JOBS AND REVENUE. THE PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSED REZONE TO RT. 427 WAS OVER AROUND 7:39 PM. 

STARTED AT 7:40 PM ATTORNEY BOCEK READ THE PUBLIC NOTICE FOR LOCAL LAW #3 TO EXCEED NYS TAX CAP AND REMINDED THE PUBLIC THIS HEARING ALSO FOLLOWED THE RULES HE HAD STATED AT THE PRIOR TO THE PUBLIC HEARING OF THE REZONE ON RT. 427, AND ASKED IF ANYONE WISHED TO COMMENT. DENNIS BROWN “PRETTY MCUH SAME COMMENT EVERY YEAR” THE BUDGET IS WHAT THE BUDGET IS, HOW IS IT WE DON’T KNOW WE WONT BE UNDER THE TAX CAP, WOULD LIKE THE BUDGET PROPOSAL PUT ON THE WEBSITE AND OTHER INFORMATION.
