Barry spoke on the number of calls from 2016 which was 211 request, 129 of them medical/EMT/MVA, 19 of them Fires (6 Building, 13 various grass / etc.), the average response time to a EMS call is 8.3 min and to a fire is 10.05 min with the national average being 8 min, if a call is not responded to within 3 min dispatch will send the next department.
